Workshop 1 abstract (Part II):  Diachronic Construction Grammar: Basic Assumptions and Historical Implications – Jóhanna Barðdal

Diachronic Construction Grammar, a term used about historical research within the framework of Construction Grammar, covers a plethora of different types of historical studies, lexical, morphological and syntactic ones. The goal of this workshop is to introduce the basic tenets of Construction Grammar and the historical implications following from these (cf. Barðdal & Gildea 2015). The discussion evolves around the concepts of form–meaning pairings, changes in either form or meaning or in both form and meaning, constructional networks (Croft & Cruse 2004: Ch. 10), the ConstructiCon, location at different clines (cf. Barðdal, Kristoffersen & Sveen 2011), grammatical relations, the Usage-Based model, and if time permits, productivity (Barðdal 2006, 2008, 2011). 
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
